A Level Choices

A levels are split into two sections: Advanced Subsidiaries (AS) and A2s.  The AS section is studied in the Lower Sixth, examined in June, and count for 50% of an A Level.  The A2s occupy the Upper Sixth year.

All pupils are required to opt for four ASs and take General Studies, which makes five in total.  Three of these will be carried through to the Upper Sixth year where they will be studied as A2s.

Absence

When your child is absent from school due to ill health you should inform the school by 9.00am on the first day of absence.  This can be done by phoning and leaving a message at reception.  If this communication is not received the school will endeavour to contact you at home, by 10.30am at the latest, to ascertain the reason for absence.

The pupil should bring, on his or her return, a note from you giving information about the illness and absence.  This can be written in the homework diary and should be given to their Form Tutor.

No pupil may be absent from school, except through illness, without previously obtaining leave from the Headmaster.  Requests for leave of absence should be submitted to the Headmaster in writing.  School policy is to grant such leave only in exceptional circumstances in order to avoid a detrimental effect upon the education of the pupil concerned.  

Absence cont’d
Any pupil who has been granted permission from the Headmaster to leave the school premises during the school day, except for those involved in official school activities, should sign out at Reception before they leave.  If they return before the end of the school day they should return to reception to sign back in.

Sixth form are allowed to leave the school at lunchtime but again must sign in and out at reception.
Academic Monitoring 
It is important that we pick up early any trends or patterns in a pupil’s work which may affect his or her progress.  If homework is not handed in on time or is not completed, for example, a subject teacher will inform the Form Tutor and Head of House by issuing a monitoring slip.  This gives information such as name, subject and reason for issue and the teacher’s initials.  This will give the Form Tutor/Head of House early warning of any problems.  Monitoring slips can also be given for behavioural and appearance aspects of a pupil’s progress.

If a pupil begins to accumulate monitoring slips, the pupil may be placed on Report Card or placed in a House Detention, at the discretion of the Head of House.  This takes place every Thursday after school for a one hour duration.  Usually the Form Tutor or Head of House will inform parents that the pupil is approaching this to make them aware of a potential future detention.

If a pupil receives several slips in one term, the Head of House will arrange a meeting with the parents and possibly the Deputy Head to discuss how best to monitor and manage academic developments.  Further slips may result in a Senior Detention for two hours after school on Friday or a Deputy Head’s detention on Saturday morning.
The white slip system begins with a ‘clean sheet’ for each pupil at the start of each term.
Sixth Form Student Monitoring Form

Throughout the year academic staff may communicate problems to personal tutors, using a green monitoring pro forma, or commend students using the blue commendation card.   When a green monitoring form is issued, students are told of the problem and given a reasonable amount of time to remedy the situation.  The form is given to the form tutor, who will pass it on to the personal tutor.  Parents will be contacted and a yellow card issued by the personal tutor if the problem continues.

Academic Monitoring Cont’d
Yellow Card

Sixth Formers who fall behind with their work may be placed on a Yellow Card by their personal tutor. This requires students to use their study periods for silent working downstairs in the Library under staff supervision.

A letter is sent to parents when a student is first put on a yellow card and when the card is discontinued.

The card must be signed by teaching staff at the end of each lesson and by the Librarian after PS.  Students should write on the card what work they plan to do in each PS period and present it to the Librarian at the beginning of the session.

The card must be signed by parents on Thursday evening, the form tutor on Friday morning and handed to the personal tutor after college on Friday.  

This system is designed to improve communication and to assist the student with time management.  The aim is to get the student back on track as quickly as possible, before the backlog of work becomes insurmountable and the personal tutor will work closely with the student throughout the process.  

Activities

There is a wide range of activities which take place in the school both at lunchtime and after school.  All pupils are encouraged to participate in this broader aspect of the curriculum whenever possible.  These activities are sporting, dramatic, artistic, musical, intellectual and adventurous in nature.

Please encourage your children to grasp the opportunities that are offered and become involved in at least one of these.  Below is a sample of what is on offer.  This list changes according to demand and an up-to-date list is published in the School Calendar for each term.  Unfortunately not all activities are open to all age groups.  Pupils should contact the staff in charge to check the details.
