Form Tutors

The Form Tutor is the School expert on each pupil in a Form and should be the first point of contact for parents if there are any problems. The Form Tutor is responsible for the corporate discipline of the Form and the individual discipline of each member in conjunction with academic tutors and the Head of House. Primary responsibility for the use of the Form Room as a Form base before School, during break and the lunch-hour, rests with the Form Tutor.

Parents are encouraged to consult the Form Tutor over problems and parents will be asked to see the Form Tutor when it will help to do so. The Form Tutor monitors the academic effort and progress of each pupil in the Form and is responsible for working with the parents to guide each individual pupil in their choice of subject and career aims.
Forms

At Churcher’s College we place pupils into one of five Houses upon their entry into the School. The pupil will remain in that House throughout their time at Churcher’s.

Allocation to Houses takes into account, in order of importance:

1. A balance of numbers

2. Sibling or parental Houses

3. The need to retain a gender balance across the Houses

4. The need to integrate external candidates with those from the Junior School

5. The need to retain a balance of academic, musical, acting and sporting abilities across the Houses

6. Behavioural concerns
