Games

The Physical Education Department operates within the framework of the College’s Aims and Policies.  The full involvement of every boy and girl is encouraged, to enjoy and contribute to a healthy and competitive inter-house/College programme.

The Physical Education Department is staffed by four fully qualified full time Physical Education specialists and two part-time specialists.  The department is strengthened in the summer term by a male and female student from Chichester University.

Physical Education at Churcher’s College is categorised under four main headings:

GCSE Physical Education is offered in the fourth and fifth year and A level Sports Studies in the sixth form.  The 1st to 5th year have a double PE lesson each week.  The sixth year have no PE lessons, except for those who have opted for A level.  Those who have opted for GCSE PE have an additional double practical and a double theory lesson.

Games takes place during the afternoon and each afternoon is designated to a particular year group.  During the Games afternoon the major sport of the term is coached; for boys Rugby, Hockey and Cricket; and for girls Hockey, Netball and Rounders.  After the third year other options are offered. 

For the fifth and sixth form options on a games afternoon include: aerobics, football, tennis, badminton, swimming, squash, cross-country and athletics.  The sixth form can also choose an “out of college” option which might include community service, horse-riding or going to the local gym.

Correct clothing requirements for different sports are given in the section on uniform.  Mouthguards should be worn for rugby and hockey and on the first day of the academic year dentists come to the school to fit these for pupils.  For cricket when batting and wicket-keeping helmets must be worn.  These are provided by the department but can also be purchased for private use.

Boys and girls who are unable to take part in physical activity must have a parental letter requesting their son or daughter be off games.
If a weekend fixture needs to be cancelled the weather line is 01730 236852.  (No message means the fixture is still on).

General Rules

(1)  Travel:

All pupils will wear the College uniform on the way to and from College and must observe the common rules of courtesy when using public transport.  No pupils may hitch-hike.

All students who wish to drive to school, or be driven by others, must have agreement from the Headmaster and their parents.  Applications for this privilege may be obtained from the College Office and submitted to the Head of Sixth Form.

Pupils cycling to College must dismount outside the College gates and wheel their cycles.  Cycling round campus is forbidden.

Vehicles and bicycles are kept at College at the owner’s risk, and pupils are advised to keep them locked/padlocked.

(2)  Punctuality:

All pupils are expected to be punctual at all times.  Pupils who arrive late must ‘sign in’ at the School Office.

(3)  Behaviour:

Silence must be observed by pupils when entering and leaving Assembly and in the Library.  

Pupils are expected to stand up when a member of staff or visitor enters a classroom and to allow visitors to leave a room first.

In New College, pupils must observe the one direction rule up and down stairs and through entrances.

(4)  Break and Lunch Hour:

Pupils eating a packed lunch should go to the Dining Hall or out of doors.  No litter is to be left.  Only pupils in the Sixth Form have permission to leave the school grounds during the lunch hour.

(5)  Prohibited in College:

Chewing gum, correcting fluid and laser pens are not allowed in College at any time.  No potentially dangerous article (e.g. real or toy weapon, catapult, knife, matches, fireworks etc.) may be brought to College.

(6)  Valuables and Property:

Pupils are advised to bring the absolute minimum of valuables or money to College.  No personal stereos, radios or hand held computer games are to be brought to College.

No valuables or money must be left in the changing room during Games but must be handed to the teacher in charge for safe-keeping.

Property lost or found and all breakages must immediately be reported to a member of staff.

College and other pupils’ property must be treated with respect at all times.  No pupil shall be in possession of other pupils’ property or books without permission of a member of the staff.

(7)  Games Equipment

All kit must be clearly marked with names.  After PE/Games, kit and sports bags should be taken home and not left in school.  Kit should be washed regularly.  Parents should check kit weekly.  Hockey sticks and Cricket bats must be named and should only be brought to school on days when there is an official practice, games lesson or match.

(8)  Signing In/Out:

Written parental permission must be given to the Form Tutor, Head of House, Deputy Head or Headmaster (or Matron in the case of illness) for any pupil who has to leave the premises before the end of the school day.  Pupils must sign out at Reception.  If they are returning before the end of the school day, they must sign back in.  A letter from parents must be received for doctor’s appointments etc.

(9)  Telephone:

In an emergency pupils can come to the College office to use the telephone.

(10)  Mobile Phones:

Mobile phones may be brought into College but must be switched off between 8.30am and the end of the school day and during activities after this time.  Phones will be confiscated and kept in College, when they may be collected at the end of the week, if lessons are disrupted by receiving calls or messages.  In case of emergency parents must contact the College office.  A pupil who persists with frequent use of their mobile during the school day may have it confiscated for the rest of the term.
(11)  Messages for Pupils:

To avoid interrupting lessons, messages can be given during registration at 8.30am or 1.30pm.

(12)  Addresses:

The College must be informed of any change of address in writing and addressed to the Headmaster’s PA.  Changes to telephone numbers at work or home must be notified to the School Office.

(13)  Common Room:

Access to staff who are in the Common Room must be at the door closest to the Assembly Hall.  Pupils should not knock on the Common Room door between 10.10am and 10.30am on Wednesday nor between 1.00pm and 1.30pm on any day unless in an emergency.

(14)  Classroom Equipment:

Pupils must not touch or tamper with any audio visual equipment in the classrooms, or any other technical or scientific equipment.

(15)  Attendance:

All pupils must attend all scheduled lessons and/or activities unless permission is given otherwise.  Pupils must attend Open Day.
