Hair

Guidance:

Boys:  No longer than on collar at the back; not completely covering the ears; no shorter than No. 4; no artificial colouring including highlights; conventional cut; and most importantly neat and tidy.

Girls:  As above with exception of length.  Long hair should, however, be contained in such a way to keep it neat and to reduce any risks with respect to health and safety.  Artificial colouring only if it is the same as natural hair colour.

If a pupil’s hair is inappropriate, he or she will be given a few days to comply.  If hair still fails to comply, Head of House will see pupil and issue letter to parents.  If hair is still inappropriate, pupil will be sent to Deputy Head, who will issue a  further letter to parents.  If still inappropriate, pupil will see the Headmaster.
History of the School

CHURCHER'S COLLEGE was founded under the will of Richard Churcher in 1722.  Churcher was a local philanthropist, whose wealth was generated by his interests in the East India Company. His will, dated 1722, decreed that the College was to educate 10 or 12 local boys from Petersfield, of any age from 9 to 14, in the arts of writing, arithmetic, mathematics and navigation so they could be apprenticed to masters of ships sailing in the East Indies. Richard Churcher died in 1723 and was buried in Funtingdon, the village of his birth. 

The College was established as a non-denominational foundation under the terms of his will and has remained so ever since. The original accommodation was in the fine 1729 building, which still stands in College Street. However by the 1870s, pupil numbers had expanded substantially and additional space was required. A new site was located half-a-mile to the north of the original College, at the top of Ramshill. The new buildings were constructed between 1877 and 1881 and were built to accommodate 150 pupils.

In the twentieth century the College continued to expand and new buildings were added to provide additional accommodation. In the 1990s a new teaching block of 20 classrooms was built which allowed the conversion of the Goodfield classrooms into a Design and Technology Centre. The Sports Hall was opened in 1992 and Moreton House School became Churcher's Junior School in 1993. The reduced boarding numbers allowed our boarding house to be converted into the Ramshill Sixth Form Centre and College House into a suite of English classrooms and a Drama Studio. The new Library was completed in 1999 and a year later the new Science block, Lecture Theatre and Careers Centre were opened. The old Science building was converted into an ICT and Art and Design Centre. Whilst the College already offers extensive and excellent facilities, including a new all-weather pitch, there are plans for further developments with a covered swimming pool.

Homework

Work is set for homework on every weekday evening.  Each pupil in Years 1-5 has a homework notebook which parents are asked to check each day and sign every week.  Any parent not satisfied that homework is being completed properly should write to the Form Tutor.

Time allocation:  Each subject on the homework timetables should normally occupy 30 minutes for Years 1, 2 and 3 and 45 minutes for Years 4 and 5 (these amounts may vary at the discretion of the subject teachers).  In the Lower and Upper Sixth, it is assumed that about six hours of homework per A level subject per week is normal.

Timing:  In Years 1, 2 and 3 subjects are set for the night as shown on the timetables posted in the form rooms.  In Years 4 and 5, greater flexibility is possible but usually the timetable will not exceed the amounts as given above.  Any homework which is deemed unsatisfactory may be repeated.  Failure to produce the homework will result in an academic detention.
Houses

There are five houses within the school.  They are Collingwood, Drake, Grenville, Nelson and Rodney.  Each pupil will be allocated to a House when they enter the School.  The houses give the opportunity for competition within the school.  Throughout the year we endeavour to organise a range of competitions of a sporting, intellectual, dramatic or musical nature.  At the end of the year a cup is awarded to the House proving most successful in these competitions.

Each House has a Head of House and form tutors assigned to each year.  Houses meet once a week at House Meetings in the morning.

ICT and Internet Access

The school has provided a network of computers with Internet access for use by pupils and staff.  This access offers vast, diverse and unique resources and is provided to students and school personnel to promote educational excellence and help to prepare for life beyond the College.  

The computers are provided and maintained for the benefit of all pupils and staff.  Pupils are encouraged to use and enjoy these resources and to ensure they remain available to all.  Any damage, malicious alteration or inappropriate use of the computer equipment and software may reduce their usefulness and subsequently harm the education of the perpetrators and of others.  Although a filtered Internet service is being used, it is possible that users may, inadvertently or otherwise gain access to objectionable material.  To protect all those who use the network, the school must insist that pupils and staff adhere to the following principles for acceptable use of the network.

A. Network principles

Network users:

(a)  must not install, or attempt to install, programs of any type on any machine

(b)  must not damage, disable or otherwise harm the operation of the computer equipment, or intentionally waste resources.

(c)  must not use the network for commercial purposes e.g. buying and selling of goods.

(d)  must not disclose their password to others, or use passwords intended for the use of others.

(e)  should use the network in a way that does not harass, harm, offend or insult others.

(f)  are expected to respect and not attempt to bypass the security measures in place on the computer systems.

(g)  should not access/remove/copy any system or application file (including Windows software), or attempt to reconfigure any hardware.

(h)  are expected to respect the work and ownership rights of people outside the school as well as other pupils and members of staff.  This includes abiding by copyright laws.
(i)  must not use the network for sending emails to large distribution groups, e.g. whole year groups. 
B.  Internet principles

Internet users:

(a)  must not use the Internet to obtain, download, send, print, display or otherwise transmit or gain access to materials which are unlawful, obscene or abusive.

(b)  may not engage in chat activities or multi-user games over the Internet, unless authorised to do so.  This takes up valuable resources which could be used by others.

(c)  must not give personal information such as their address or telephone number to those they contact through electronic mail (e-mail).

(d)  must not send e-mails anonymously or under another’s name.

(e)  must not open e-mail attachments received unexpectedly.

(f)  must not subscribe to any site which levies a charge.

(g)  must not do anything that might damage the good reputation that Churcher’s College enjoys in the wider community.

C.  Sanctions

(a)  Violation of these principles will result in withdrawal of access to ICT resources.

(b)  Additional action may be taken by the school in line with existing practice regarding inappropriate behaviour.  For serious violations, suspension or expulsion may be imposed.

(c)  Where appropriate, police may be involved or other legal action taken.

D.  Data Protection Act

(a)  Pursuant to the Data Protection Acts Schedule 2 users consent to the school examining Internet access histories, e-mails and stored files as part of routine supervision or following any suspected breach of its policy and to deletion of files that are deemed inappropriate.
