Library

Situated behind the Science Block, the ground floor of the bright and welcoming library houses a huge selection of books (non-fiction and fiction) and quiet study areas for pupils in years 1-5.  The first floor is dedicated to private study by sixth formers.  The latest information and communication technology is available on both floors via a large number of computers.  Newspapers, magazines and revision guides are also provided.  All staff and pupils are invited to use the library and to borrow books.  The library is open from 8.45am to 5.30pm every week day.
Lost Property

All lost property is handed in and kept in the ‘Pound’ which is open from 1.00 – 1.30 pm Monday to Friday for reclaiming lost items.  A 50p fine (payable to charity) will be levied when bags are collected.  A 50p fine will be levied on other named and unnamed items.  Pupils should always check the Pound to see if their mislaid items have turned up there.  More valuable items will be handed in to Reception.  Please make sure that your son or daughter’s possessions are properly named.  May we remind you that it is a parental responsibility to insure against loss or damage of personal effects.
