Medical

The school employs two part time Registered Nurses who work in the School Medical Centre.  They are available to deal with any accidents, illness or problems that occur to pupils and staff during the school day.

The Medical Centre is open from 8.30am to 5.00pm Monday – Friday.

The School Medical Officer is available to provide support and to advise on medical matters relating to whole-school issues.

General:  

Please provide the School with any medical information that may be helpful in relation to your child - i.e. Asthma, Allergies, Hay Fever, Diabetes, Nose Bleeds and Migraines.

Please Notify the School with any changes to your child’s medical state.

You are requested not to send your son or daughter to school if they are unwell.  Please inform the school if your child has any infectious illness i.e. impetigo, chickenpox or mumps.  There are possibilities of cross infection with any type of infectious disease and appropriate measures, as advised by the School Medical Officer, are taken to minimise spread.  

The School Nurses promote and encourage healthy lifestyle choices such as healthy eating, sun awareness, non-smoking, aids awareness, drug and alcohol abuse and drink driving.  They also encourage pupils to drink plenty of water during the school day.

The Duty Matron will endeavour to inform parents of any issues causing concern. Likewise parents should feel free to contact Matron with any concerns that they may have. 

When a pupil has had a knock to the head the Duty Matron will always try and contact a parent to inform them.

Please make sure that the School is made aware of any changes to parental contact numbers.

Medication: 

Pupils are not encouraged to carry their own pain relief medication such as Paracetamol or Nurofen. These may be obtained at the Medical Centre.

If your son or daughter is prescribed any medicines to be taken during the School day please inform the School in writing.

If you require the Duty Matron to administer any medication to your child during the School day please request this in writing stating the dosage and times to be given. This request must be signed by a parent.

Please ensure that all inhalers and medicines coming into School are clearly marked with the name of the pupil.

The school does not keep records of vaccinations.  These are kept at your local Child Health Bureau.

Please ensure that your son or daughter’s immunisations for polio, diphtheria and tetanus are kept up to date – they are usually re-administered in their 14th or 15th year.  These vaccinations are not carried out at school.  You will need to check with your GP Practice if you think your child has missed this booster.

The Medical Centre will endeavour to inform parents of any issues causing concern.  Likewise parents should feel free to contact the Centre with any concerns they may have.

Meningitis

Information from the Department of Health indicates that meningitis and septicaemia are not very common, but they are very serious.  Young people, especially between 15 and 17 are at greatest risk.  The meningococcal bacteria live naturally in the throats or noses of about 1 in 10 people without causing illness.  All children will have been offered the meningitis C vaccine.

What are the signs and symptoms:

The biggest problem is that the early symptoms of infection can be mild and similar to those you get with flu, for example:
· Being sick

· Feeling feverish

· Pain in the back or joints

· A severe headache

· A stiff neck

However you should get medical help immediately if someone has the following:
· A severe dislike of light

· Disorientation

· A bruise-like rash that doesn’t fade under pressure – press a clear glass firmly against the rash.

· Reduced awareness which can lead to a coma.

Look for these symptoms:
· A high fever

· Stiffness in the neck – can the child kiss his or her knees?

· Drowsiness or confusion

· A severe headache

· A dislike of bright light

· Red or purple bruise-like spots that do not fade under pressure.

· Pain in the joints

· Fitting 

Music

The aims of the Music Department are to make music accessible to as wide a range of pupils as possible and to ensure that pupils of all abilities are able to achieve their full potential.

In the classroom, this is put into practice through a general music course in the first three years, embracing performing, composing and a wide variety of listening, and in the higher forms through GCSE and A Level study, both using the specifications of OCR.  These courses are taught by three full-time Music staff.

Facilities include two specialist teaching rooms, equipped with Personal Computers, electronic keyboards and other classroom instruments and a Rehearsal Room.   The Assembly Hall also boasts a full-size Yamaha concert grand piano.  Individual tuition is given in a suite of rooms in the Coach House (opposite the Sixth Form Centre), the balcony rooms in the Music Centre, the Chapel rooms and the Assembly Hall.

The college offers many significant opportunities to perform: recent large-scale performances have included the annual summer concert and the Christmas Carol Concert at Guildford Cathedral, and generally involving up to 250 pupils representing soloists and all our ensemble groups. We regularly present our musicians at St Peter’s Church in Petersfield, ranging from intimate lunchtime recitals to full choral-orchestral fundraising concerts. The college produces ambitious musical productions, such as Bugsy Malone (2008), Hot Mikado (2007), Barnum (2005).  
The music department frequently organises trips and tours: at least three times a year there is a trip to a West End show in London. This year, ensembles have travelled around the country, performing in theatres and cathedrals. Our jazz club travelled to France to perform in the fete de la musique in the Loire Valley. 

Scholarships and Music Exhibitions are competed for annually, with consideration given to a pupil’s potential contribution to College music.  Applicants are generally expected to be at about Grade 5 standard at 11+ entry and commensurately higher for older pupils.  Full details are available from the College Office.

Further opportunities to perform are provided in our series of house concerts during the year, the annual House Music Competition and the Associated Board practical and theoretical examinations which are held each term.

Individual tuition from our staff of 24 visiting teachers is available on a wide range of instruments with an initial term’s tuition offered free on certain specified instruments.  Fees for music tuition are paid directly to music tutors on receipt of their invoices.  Thirty lessons are offered during the academic year.  Lessons for 1st-5th Form pupils are timetabled on a rota basis during the school day.  Sixth Formers’ lessons take place during private study periods or in slots outside the college timetable.
