Smoking

The College is a Non-Smoking campus.  The following regulations concerning smoking are to be observed at all times in College: It is forbidden for pupils to smoke in College or in the grounds or on the way to and from the College.  No smoking materials are to be brought into the College; any found will be confiscated.  Smoking is prohibited at any time on the College campus.

We have developed a protocol as a response to occasions when pupils are found smoking in school.  The precise details of the incident will properly influence our response, but we use the following pattern as a framework when individual incidents are considered.

1.  For the first offence, a pupil will be placed in a Deputy Head’s detention on Saturday morning.  Parents will be informed of this by letter and will be copied to the pupil’s file.

2.  For the second offence, the same procedure will be followed with a further additional action.  Parents will be called into school by a senior member of staff and warned that the next stage may be suspension.  

3.  For the third offence, the pupil will be suspended or, if other factors are involved, may be expelled.

4.  For the fourth offence, the Headmaster may decide to expel the pupil.

Problems arise when pupils are found with a group of individuals who are smoking but may not be smoking themselves.  We try to remove the social aspect of smoking and so we make it clear that anyone caught with smokers will be treated in the same way whether they were smoking or not.
