Sixth Form Dress Code 
The Sixth Form at Churcher’s College has enjoyed an enviable reputation for success and achievement which explains its popularity.

Part of that success can be attributed to both playing and looking the part. The part is business; the business of achievement and development of outstanding personal portfolios which provide golden passports to the next stage.

The Sixth Form at Churcher’s does not have a uniform as such, but we do have a dress code which all who are in the Sixth Form are required to comply with. The dress code requires a conservative, business like appearance which will provide an appropriate role model for younger students. As such jackets should be worn around and to and from school. Extremes of fashion should be avoided.  

As with all aspects of Sixth Form life, students are expected to be largely self-regulating. Please do not push the boundaries of what is acceptable under the dress codes. If you have any queries about what might or might not be acceptable do discuss them with Mrs Godeseth before you purchase. You and your parents should be aware that those who are inappropriately dressed will be asked to return home to change.
Dress Code:
1. Girls:

a. may wear conservative jewellery and discreet make-up.  
b. should wear smart jackets with either a tailored skirt or dress, with a hem line no more than 10cm above the knee, or full length trousers (not hipsters, jeans, cords or casual trousers) in a subdued, subtle colour (not white) and pattern.  Plain belts may be worn round the waist.
c. may wear cardigans or V-neck pullovers of a single colour.  Sweatshirts and hooded tops are not allowed.

d. should wear low or medium heeled (no more than 6cm) black, brown or navy leather shoes.  No ballet-slipper style shoes or trainers.  Boots and socks may only be worn under trousers. 

e. Dresses must not be low cut and must either have a collar and sleeves or be worn with a blouse.

f. Blouses should be smart in a plain single colour or with a subdued pattern. They must not be low cut and must have a collar and sleeves and cover the waistband.

2. Boys

a. should be clean shaven with tidy hair of a suitable length and natural colour

b. should wear a suit or a smart jacket and a Sixth Form or ‘colours’ tie.  
c. should wear plain grey, black or beige trousers with a crease.  No jeans, cords or casual trousers.  
d. shoes should be clean, black or dark brown smart leather shoes.  No deck shoes or trainers. 

e. may wear V-neck pullovers or a waistcoat of a single colour.  Sweatshirts and hooded tops are not allowed.

f. shirts should be smart, of a plain single colour or with narrow pin stripes or small check and should be worn with top buttons done up and tails tucked in.

3. Games kit will depend on the option chosen.  For netball teams, girls will require a games skort and a white aertex top.  For rugby and football, boys will require navy shorts with a blue/red rugby shirt and blue and red socks.
