Workshop tools and station –role-play. 


Designing and making – bird’s nests, feeders, places for animals to hibernate.


RSPB Big Schools Birdwatch – bring in binoculars, sounds outside, birdfeeders


ICT– Using everyday ICT, simple skills, mouse control, following instructions, changing stories (keyboard skills)


Recording – sound-making, sounds in the environment.


Dinosaurs – non-fiction books, DVDs.





Physical Development


Health - focus on hygienic routines in school.


Games / PE. Focus on using hoops and quoits, ropes, bat and small ball.


Apparatus-stretching and curling, language of movement and position.


Travelling – using different movements and pace.


Taking weight on different parts of the body.

Houses–collage, texture, 2d, 3d


Music –matching sounds and movement


Movement –high and low, winding and twisting.


Dance, Drama and role-play – dragons, knights, princesses, builders, decorators, dinosaurs.


Developing control and coordination, working together. 


Making birdfeeders for outside area.
