Unauthorised Absence

In the event of an unauthorised absence from Registration or lessons it is our policy to follow the procedures as detailed below:

· Search the school site.

· Contact the parents if the pupil is not found.

· If parents are contactable they should be given the option as to whether they would like us to contact the police.

· If parents cannot be contacted the Deputy Head will ring the police.
Uniform

One of the commonest areas of debate between parents and children is clothes.  In an effort to prevent potential conflict, we have tried to be as specific as we can about the School Uniform.  Below is a brief description of the uniform requirements.  Those marked with an asterisk (*) are obtainable from the School Shop, or mail order service, for those entering the school from Churcher’s College Junior School.
The Purple Spot

During periods of fine weather, especially in the Summer term, a purple spot may be placed in the noticeboard in front of Old College.  This indicates that pupils may remove both their jackets/blazers (girls and boys) and ties (boys) for the duration of the school day.  If the spot is not visible then full school uniform should be worn so pupils need to come to school fully attired each day.

If pupils choose to take off the above then they must remove both i.e. no pupil may wear a jacket without a tie or a tie without a jacket on.
The School Shop is open on Tuesdays during term time 12.30 – 4.15 pm.  It is also open during the 2 days prior to the start of the Autumn Term from 10:00 am. – 3.00 pm   All items of uniform and equipment must be named.
